House Resolution Recognizes 

Toys for Tots Literacy Program 
In March 2009, Representative Sam Graves (R-MO), introduced House Resolution 232 recognizing and commending the Toys for Tots Literacy Program on the occasion of its first anniversary.
The resolution praised the Toys for Tots Literacy Program for its contributions in raising awareness of illiteracy, promoting children’s literacy, and battling poverty through the support of literacy.

In an accompanying letter to the Speaker of the House, Representative Graves shared the story of Alferd Williams, a sharecroppers’ son who, at the age of 70, pursued his dream of learning to read. The letter also acknowledged the efforts of Alferd’s dedicated teacher, Alesia Hamilton.

In his letter, Representative Graves said, “The story of Alferd Williams demonstrates that ventures such as the Toys for Tots Literacy Program are important vehicles in raising awareness of illiteracy. Through the gift of a book, we can provide individuals with the tools they need to help break the cycle of poverty.”
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
